Request for Research Proposals
INTRODUCTION

The CEFPI Foundation & Charitable Trust invites research proposals dealing with issues concerning “Where Children Learn™”. This avenue of inquiry may involve but is not limited to the following educational planning and environmental psychology issues: learning environment (technology and facilities), which affects the learning process, learning organization, learning partnerships and learning staffing, and thereby affects learning outcomes.  New research can and should build on what is already known with focus on areas that need further examination.  Past reference studies may include Maxwell (1999), School Building Renovation and Student Performance; Lewis (2001), Facility Conditions and Student Test Performance in the Milwaukee Public Schools; Scheider (2002), Do School Facilities Affect Academic Outcomes; Higgins, et al (2005), The Impact of School Environments: A Review of Literature; and the work of Jackson (2005, The Power of Learning Environments: How the School Facility Affects Learning.

The emphasis of each proposal shall be on the impact of variables in the physical environment on student behavior, attitudes, and learning outcomes, and/or the physical environment’s influence on teacher behavior, attitudes, and performance.  Researchers may submit projects under the categories of quantitative, qualitative, or mixed methodology.  

The Foundation will consider multiple proposals and may fund up to three (3) submissions this year to a total of $25,500.  Awards may range from multiple awards totaling $25,500 to a single award of $25,500 (or some combinational thereof).  If multiple awards are made, one award will be reserved for students completing a Master’s or Doctoral thesis / dissertation.  Proposal submitted in the thesis / dissertation category will be judged independently from those submitted in the general category. The thesis / dissertation category should not be confused with joint faculty / student research which will be judged with other proposals submitted in the general research category.

Proposals should be developed in APA style (Fifth Edition) and delivered electronically in MS Word format no later than April 15, 2008 to sarat@cefpi.org and contain no more than 1,500 words including the reference section. The budget section may include an additional 350 words, if necessary.  

The one-page cover sheet will provide identifying information. No identifying information should be included in the body of the proposal. A blind review process will be used to evaluate each proposal.  Therefore, make no reference to person, institution, or specific location that would identify the researcher(s).  It is permissible to refer to “an inner-city elementary school in the Midwest” in describing the setting / context of the study.

DEADLINES AND INTERIM PROGRESS REPORT SCHEDULES

Researchers selected to conduct studies should submit their completed report no later than July 1, 2009.  Interim progress reports are required and should be submitted according to the following schedule:

Researchers who submit proposals using mixed methodology will be required to address both quantitative and qualitative aspects of the study.

DISSEMINATION

Upon completion of the research project, three bound copies of the report developed according to APA standards shall be sent to the CEFPI Foundation & Charitable Trust at the address below. In addition an electronic version in MS Word should be submitted to the CEFPI Foundation at sarat@cefpi.org. This report should be edited and ready for publication by CEFPI. Any tables and graphics should be camera ready. The length of the final report may range from 2,500 to 5,000 words. CEFPI retains the right to publish and disseminate any study approved for funding, without any further payment to the author.  CEFPI may also request that the author present the findings at an upcoming International Conference.  In such an event, expenses for travel and lodging will be paid by CEFPI, outside the budget of this project.
